 * You must live in Beverly, MA or attend a school located in Beverly, MA. 

 * Each poem must: 

  - be original work. 

  - be titled. Title must be on entry form and on the same page as each poem. 

  - be attached to its own copy of the entry form, or to a separate page with poem title, student’s  

    name, street address, phone number, email address, school, and grade. 

  - NOT contain student’s name anywhere on the page of the poem, including the  

                 back of the paper. 

  - be submitted on or between January 3, 2012 and 9 PM on March 5, 2012. 

 *Students are welcome to submit up to, but no more than, three (3) poems each. 

 

Students are strongly encouraged to enter online. All required entry form information and poem(s) can be submitted
